 4. Objectives set for the year:
· Identifying newer children 
· Professional interventions to be provided at the Centre ( like the services of Physiotherapist, Low Vision Consultant, Speech Therapist, etc..) 
· To continue with the home based interventions for needy children
· Renew and apply for the disability certificates for the children already in the program and for new children inducted into the program
· To strengthen the parents group and their involvement.

· To strengthen the interventions of Professional Services by networking with leading hospitals in the city and forming a multidisciplinary approach to the education of these children.

· To provide Assistive Devices to the needy children. 
· Preparation of Individual Education Plan for the new children  and teaching aids
· Outings /Picnics for the parents and children of the project
· To apply for getting various concessions for needy children from Govt.
· Provide mentoring support to all children in the project.
· To sensitise and motivate the NGOs working for single category to start services for children with multiple disability in their existing projects.
· Train the mother of CMD to become caregivers and thereby to act as resource bank in their own villages.
· Evaluation of  IEP on appropriate time.

· Early intervention training  given to the parents of needy children.

5. Objectives taken up during the reporting period 
· With the support of National Institute of Speech and Hearing, NAB Kerala had been providing speech therapy training to children with multiple disabilities. The hearing assessment programme of children for this year was held on 05th July in the NAB Training and Development Centre and after that speech therapy services for the needy children started.
· During this period NAB Kerala could provide assistive devices to more needy children.
· In June integrated 2 children from our Project to regular school under the SSA Scheme. This is due to the sensitization training programme given to the educational administrators of SSA Kerala.

Development in the area of speech and language has been noted in some children.
We could reduce the hyper activity behavior of Milan Siyad, S/o Siyad & Jessena, Chirayinkil, also having slight mental retardation. He also started taking sign language sessions for communication.
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
